16 Assisted Living Apartments (Community Based Residential Facility)

Located in Green Bay, not far from the shadow of Lambeau Field, Grancare Gardens, a 16-unit,
freestanding community based residential facility (CBRF), was created from a medical office
building originally constructed in the late 1960’s. The Gardens provide an assisted living option
adjacent to the Grancare Nursing Center. While licensed as a CBRF, the resident units at
Grancare Gardens have many of the attributes of a residential care apartment complex (RCAC)
including kitchenette, distinct dining, living and sleeping areas, and private bathroom with a
European shower. Grancare Gardens gets its name from the enclosed garden courtyard which
brings an experience of the outdoors into the center of the building, and the patio garden
located outside of the dining gazebo. The commons area provides the residents with an open
plan living, dining, country kitchen area to share. In addition, the residents enjoy the use of a
private dining space, exercise room, spa, and salon. Community Living Solutions provided
planning, design, and construction management services for this project.
