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Skilled Nursing Households (50 residences), 20 Assisted Living Apartments 

Currently the site consists of a 25-bed critical access hospital and 77-bed skilled nursing 
facility.  The organization was passionate about repositioning the existing nursing home and 
expanding the continuum of care to create choices which are attentive to the housing and 
service needs of older adults within the community.  To accomplish this, the existing nursing 
home will be replaced with a new 50-bed facility, connected to the existing hospital through five 
(5) 10-unit “neighborhoods.”  A new 20-unit residential care apartment complex (RCAC) has 
also been added.  Both facilities are designed to be carved into the campus with minimal 
disruption to the pine forest, marshland, and lakes that exist.  Future plans include the 
remodeling of the existing nursing home to create expanded home and community based 
services including a wellness center and intergenerational day care, as well as a new 
community based residential facility (CBRF) that has the option of being memory care specific.  
Community Living Solutions is providing planning and design services for this project.
