14 Assisted Living Apartments (Community Based Residential Facility)

Located in a small rural community in central Wisconsin, The Residences on Forest Lane, a 14-
unit, freestanding CBRF was created as a complement to the existing Montello Nursing Home,
starting a unique continuum of care option for residents in Marquette County. The existing
nursing home is seated on a large wooded lot with multiple expansion opportunities. It was
decided that views to the forested area behind the home should be preserved so the expansion
was added to the front of the existing facility, adding a residential facelift to an existing
institutional looking building. The C-shaped plan consists of a full service kitchen located at the
core, where this highly used space allows staff to monitor almost all common indoor and
outdoor areas of the facility. In addition to a great room at the house entry, other common areas
such as a quiet den, game area, screen porch and small sitting areas are incorporated to give
residents maximum choices in living and activities. All common areas and most resident rooms
capitalize on generous exterior views of the surrounding gardens encompassed by the natural
beauty of this wooded, rural setting. Community Living Solutions provided planning, design,
and construction management services for this project.
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
